Since the last SES poll
released Aug. 25,
nationwide support for the
Tories and New
Democrats has fallen 2%
for each party while the
Grits' backing has grown
2%.

The Conservatives'
support appears to have
risen significantly in the

West, however, with a 5%
boost to 48% since the
summer. Their popularity in Ontario looks to have sagged by a percentage point
compared to a Liberal gain of two points and a two-point drop for the NDP.

The Sun Media-SES Research poll surveyed 884 eligible committed voters Nov. 5-9.

The nationwide results are considered accurate to within 3.3 percentage points, 19
times out of 20.

Another national poll, released yesterday, showed the Liberals with a slim lead over
the Tories for the first time in almost a year -- but within the survey's 3.1-percentage- ||
point margin of error.

The Decima poll, conducted Nov. 9-13, pegged the Liberals at 33% support, the
Conservatives at 31%, the NDP at 15% and the Greens at 10%.

AFGHAN MISSION

These results come as support for Canada's role in the NATO-led Afghanistan
mission likewise appears to be flagging. The mission is especially unpopular in
Quebec.

A second sore point among Quebecers has been the Tories' lack of action on the
environment, particularly toward meeting Kyoto commitments on climate change.

Those two issues have erased gains from the GST and cleaning up government.
